Warden Joseph Paul, being first duly sworn, states that:

Count 1: MISTREATMENT OF ANIMALS

The above-named defendant on and between 1/1/09 and 2/1/09, in the Town of
Brazeau, Oconto County, Wisconsin, did intentionally treat an animal, a turkey, #1, in a
cruel manner, resulting in the animal's death, contrary to sec. 951.02, 951.18(1),
939.50(3)(i) Wis Stats., a Class | Felony, and upon conviction may be fined not more
than Ten Thousand Dollars ($10,000), or imprisoned not more than three (3) years and

six (6) months, or both,
Count 2: MISTREATMENT OF ANIMALS

The above-named defendant on and between 1/1/09 and 2/1/09, in the Town of
Brazeau, Oconto County, Wisconsin, did intentionally treat an animal, a turkey, #2, in a
cruel manner, resulting in the animal's death, contrary to sec. 951.02, 951.18(1),
939.50(3)(1) Wis. Stats., a Class | Felony, and upon conviction may be fined not more
than Ten Thousand Dollars ($10,000), or imprisoned not more than three (3) years and

six (6) months, or both.
Count 3: MISTREATMENT OF ANIMALS

The above-named defendant on and between 1/1/09 and 2/1/09, in the Town of
Brazeau, Oconto County, Wisconsin, did intentionally treat an animal, a turkey, #3, in a
cruel manner, resulting in the animal's death, contrary to sec. 951.02, 951.18(1),
939.50(3)(i) Wis. Stats., a Class | Felony, and upon conviction may be fined not more
than Ten Thousand Dollars ($10,000), or imprisoned not more than three (3) years and

six (6) months, or both

Complainant states that he is a Conservation Warden with the Wisconsin Department of
Natural Resources and makes this complaint on information, belief, and personal
knowledge, his information is believed reliable as a police informant, and on information



provided to him by Warden Robert Goerlinger, his information is believed reiiable as
police informant, and on information provided to him by Julia Langenberg and Chad
Courtney, their information is believed reliable as citizen informants, and on information
provided by Mark A. Kostreva, his information is believed reliable as an admission

against interest.

PROBABLE CAUSE:

Complainant states that on January 29, 2009 at approximately 5:30 PM, he received a
phone call from the WDNR Tip Hotline Staff who indicated that a confidential informant
(Cl) (ss23 .38 (2)) had recently called the hotline to report that he had found 40-50 dead
turkeys on a private property located on Swenty Road in the Township of Brazeau. In
addition, the Cl also advised that a dead crow and a poached deer were also found on

the property.

Complainant states that at approximately 5:40 PM on January 29, 2009, he contacted
the Cl who advised him that a family member had initially found some of the dead
turkeys while snowmobiling near the property on Swenty Road. Complainant states that
the Cl and family member walked the property and found what they said appeared to be
approximately 40-50 dead turkeys. They also found that some of the turkeys were still
alive, but could no longer fly. They also found that many of the turkeys had been
consumed and only feathers and bones remained. The ClI indicated that most of the
turkeys were located in a 1.5 to 2 acre area. The C! was also concerned about a dead
crow that was found near the turkeys for he felt that the crow may have died from eating
the turkeys. Complainant states that the Cl also told him that they had found a dead
deer that had been quartered and had an antler sawed off on the property. The Ci
wondered what the problem was with the turkeys and was disgusted.

Complainant states that he told the Cl that he would meet with him the next morning at
9:00 AM at the location on Swenty Road. Complainant states that he told him that he
was unsure why the turkeys died, but that they could have died for a number of reasons
including natural causes, disease, starvation, or poisoning.

Complainant states that on Friday, January 30, 2009 at approximately 9:00 AM, he met
with the Cl and family member on Swenty Road near the property where the dead
turkeys were located. The Cl's family member wished to remain confidential. The
property where the dead turkeys were found is on a 90 degree corner on Swenty Road
in Brazeau Township at the northern half, of the northeast quarter, of the northeast

quarter, of section seven, T.30N. - R19E

Complainant states that Warden Matthew Meade from the Crivitz Station also joined him
and the CI's at the property. There, they observed what they believed at the time to be
closer to 100 dead turkeys in a couple acre area. Many of the turkeys had already been
consumed by other animals. The wardens did find one dead crow and a poached deer
on the property. The wardens also found that some of the turkeys had recently died as



indicated by their body temperature. Some of the dead wild turkeys were stili warm and
were not consumed by other animals. Some of the dead wild turkeys were partially
consumed and the meat was unfrozen. Some of the flesh from the dead wild turkeys
was completely consumed by other animals and all that remained was bones and
feathers. Other dead wild turkeys were missing feathers, but were unconsumed and
frozen. Some of the crops of the dead wild turkeys were exposed and they did observe
cracked corn, whole corn, and pine needles in the crops. Complainant states that
Warden Meade also observed that some song birds were consuming the flesh of the
dead wild turkeys. Complainant states that while searching for dead wild turkeys, he
observed that turkey feces in the area was very runny looking and he felt this was very

unusual.

Complainant states that at approximately 9:40 AM, he called Wisconsin Department of
Natural Resource Veterinarian Specialist Julia Langenberg with the Wildiife Heath
Section in Madison to determine how many dead wild turkeys should be collected for
sampling to determine the cause of death. Complainant states that Langenberg advised
that they should collect five of the most intact dead wild turkeys they could find.
Complainant states that they looked for intact dead wild turkeys for sampling and did find
five dead wild turkeys that were whole birds. Four of the dead wild turkeys and a dead
crow were collected from Brazeau Township at the northern half, of the northeast
quarter, of the northeast quarter, of section seven, T.30N. — R19E. A fifth whole dead
wild turkey was collected from Brazeau Township at the southwest guarter, of the south
half, of the southeast guarter, of the southeast quarter of section six, T.30N. —-R19E.
Complainant states that he and Warden Meade bagged each dead wild turkey in a
separate bag. Complainant states that he and Warden Meade also collected the dead
crow and piaced it in a separate bag. Complainant states that Warden Meade took

numerous digital photos of the dead wild turkeys in the area.

Complainant states that he spoke with the Cl's about what the wild turkeys may have
died from  Complainant states that both he and Warden Meade felt there was a
possibility that the wild turkeys may be eating some type of feed in the area that would
be fatal if consumed. The Cl's said that the wild turkeys are always eating at Mark A.
Kostreva’s property. They said that the wild turkeys always winter and roost next to
Swenty road near the Kostreva farm. Complainant states he asked where the Kostreva
farm was located. Complainant states that the Ci’s pointed down the road to a residence
located at 9448 Swenty Road. Complainant states that the Cl's said that Mark lived
there, and that he had cattle at a farm up the road. Cl's were unsure, but thought that
the wild turkeys may be feeding there. The Cl's said that farmers sometimes mix a lot of
different things in their cattle feed. The Cl's feared that a farmer in the area may have
mixed something fatal into their cattle feed and felt that someone should talk to Mark
Kostreva. Complainant states that he and Warden Meade thanked the CI’s for reporting
the dead turkeys and said they would be in contact with them regarding the

investigation.

Complainant states that at approximately 11:25 AM, he and Warden Meade drove to the
barn yard located down a driveway with fire number 9506 Swenty Road to see if



Kostreva was in the farm yard. Complainant states that when they drove up to the farm
yard, they observed that a house was located next to the barn yard. Complainant states
that he knocked on the door to the residence and several dogs in the house began
barking, but no one came to the door. Complainant states that he observed that several
wild turkey feathers were near snow-banks around the house. Complainant states he
also observed a bird feeder filled with sunflower seeds in the yard. Complainant states
he observed runny turkey feces on the ground in the snow beneath the bird feeder and
in the yard. Complainant states he then drove to another residence located on the
property. This residence was a trailer house and was occupied by a female named
Carol Lynn Hill.  Complainant states he asked Hill if she had seen many wild turkeys
near the barn yard. She stated that the wild turkeys are always feeding on Kostreva's
cow feed. She said that sometimes there are several hundred wild turkeys eating on the
feed piles. She said she sees the wild turkeys in the barn yard area once or twice a day
everyday. Complainant states he asked Hill where he could find Kostreva and Hill said
Kostreva is sometimes at the barn feeding the steers, but that Kostreva was likely at his
house down the road from the farmyard Kostreva lives at 9448 Swenty Road.
Complainant states that he informed Hill about the problem with the turkeys dying and
asked her to call him if she sees any dead turkeys in her yard. Complainant states he
thanked Hill for her time, gave her a business card, and then left her residence
Complainant states he then drove behind the barn to look for Kostreva, but Kostreva
was not located. Complainant states he also collected three sample of feed in the farm
yard feed lot. Complainant states that one sampie of corn silage was collected, one
sample of high moisture corn was collected, and one sample of hay silage was collected.
The hay silage was heating and appeared to be molding. Complainant states that the
samples were collected at 11:45 AM.

Complainant states that at approximately 11:50 AM, he and Warden Meade travelled to
Kostreva's home at 9448 Swenty Road. Complainant states that he knocked on the
door to the house and no one answered. Complainant states he knocked on a side door
to the house and no one answered. Complainant states he also walked over to a barn
on the property and announced himself at the doorway, where again no one answered

Complainant states he also knocked on the door to a garage and no one answered.
Complainant states they then left the Kostreva property at approximately 11:55 AM.

Compiainant states that he then transported the five dead wild turkeys and the dead
crow to the Peshtigo evidence locker where he double bagged each of the turkeys and
crow and placed them into a larger bag for transport to the lab in Madison. They were
then placed into an evidence freezer. Complainant states that he was assisted at the
Peshtigo evidence locker by Conservation Warden Supervisor Robert Goerlinger. This
occurred at approximately 12:50 PM on January 30, 2008. Complainant states that he
learned from Wildlife Biologist John Huff that the dead wild turkeys could not be
transported to the animal heaith lab unti! Monday, February 2, 2009. Complainant states
he also learned that the lab could not return any sort of results until February 4, 2009,



Complainant states that on Monday February 02, 2009 at about 9:30 AM, Conservation
Warden Supervisor Robert Goerlinger met with wildlife health assistant Chad Courtney
at the Peshtigo DNR office to transfer bird specimens and feed samples.

Complainant states that with assistance by Warden Goerlinger, they put the tagged
evidence in one of the chest freezers in the locked secure law enforcement storage area

at Peshtigo DNR shop on January 30, 2009.

Complainant states that Warden Goerlinger removed the birds from the freezer and
transferred them directly to Chad Courtney who signed the chain of custody receipt on
the back of the tags. Complainant states that there is no reason to believe anyone else
had unauthorized access to this secured area Complainant states that Wildlife biologist
John Huff was also present, but did not have contact with the specimens.

Complainant states that Warden Goerlinger contacted Chad Courtney by email on 02-
25-09 to confirm in writing that he took the specimens directly to the lab. The following is

the reply:

‘I picked up and signed the attached chain of custody tags for 5 turkeys and 1 crow,
samples of comn silage, corn, and haylage on February 2, 2009 from Robert Goerlinger
(DNR Conservation Warden) at the Peshtigo DNR Service Center located at 101 N
Ogden Rd, Peshtigo, WI and transferred them to the DNR Wildlife Health walk-in freezer

at 2801 Progress Rd, Madison, W1.”

Complainant states that on Wednesday, February 4, 2009 at approximately 1:00 PM he
called Julia Langenberg at the Animal Health Lab to discuss any results the lab may
have. Complainant states that Langenberg informed him that the dead wild turkeys that
they collected had not died of natural causes or starvation, Langenberg said the dead
wild turkeys appeared to be in good health before their death. The dead wild turkeys
had plenty of feed in their stomachs and crops. The feed consisted of whole corn,
cracked corn, and pine needles. Complainant states that Langenberg told him that
some of the whole kernel corn was very dark colored. She said that the dead wild
turkeys did not show any signs of starvation. Langenberg said that the lab planned on
running more tests to determine the reason for mortality. She said it would take at least
one week to run and complete the tests. Complainant states that on February 10, 2009,
he was contacted by wildlife health staff specialist Julie Langenberg who said the
sampled turkeys had severe kidney damage typical of exposure to ethylene glycol
(oxalate nephrosis). Complainant states that Julie l.angenberg also informed him that

ethylene glycol is also known as antifreeze.

Complaint further states that in written reports, Dr. Julia Langenberg indicated that she
conducted necropsies on three (3) of the five (5) wild turkeys sent to the Office of DNR-
Wildlife Health. For turkey #1, Dr. Langenberg indicated in her report that the
diagnoses was of necrosis-kidneys and the cause of death was from ethylene glycol.
She also indicated for turkey #1 that the acute tubular necrosis with oxalate crystals
seen in this turkey is pathognomonic for ethylene glycol toxicity, For turkey #2, Dr.



Langenberg indicated in her report that the diagnoses was of hemorrhage-mesentery
and the cause of death was from ethylene glycol. She also indicated for turkey #2 that
ethylene glycol was detected in both crop and stomach contents at levels compatible
with acute toxicity. For turkey #3, Dr. Langenberg indicated in her report that the
diagnoses was of necrosis-tubules renal and the cause of death was from ethylene
glycol. She also indicated for turkey #3 that kidney changes seen in this turkey,
especially the presence of oxalate crystals, are diagnostic for ethylene glycol

(antifreeze} toxicity.

Complainant states he then felt surer that the turkeys died because of something they
were consuming on or near the Kostreva property. Complainant states he decided to try
to track down Kostreva a second time. Complainant states he returned to Kostreva's
home at 9448 Swenty Road on Wednesday February 4, 2009 at approximately 2:45 PM.
Complainant states he knocked on the house doors and no one answered. Complainant
states he knocked on the detached garage door and no one answered. Complainant
states he did observe a partial turkey mount on a shelf inside the garage while looking
through the window in the door. Complainant states he knocked at the side door to the
barn and no one answered. Complainant states he then walked behind the barn and
checked the upper level of the barn for Kostreva and Kostreva was nowhere to be found
on the property. Complainant states he observed several dead calves behind Kostreva's
barn. Complainant states he heard movement in the barn and looked inside the back
sliding door which was open and observed three wild turkeys flying between the rafters
in the bamn.  Complainant states he observed one of the turkeys fly into a rafter and
break a board off the ceiling of the barn. Complainant states he then left the barn and
knocked at the house doors again with no response. Complainant states he left the

property at approximately 2:50 PM

Compiainant states he then drove west down Swenty road to Kostreva's feed lot at his
other barn. Complainant states he noticed that someone was home at the house located
near the barn. Complainant states he knocked on the house door and all the dogs in the
house started barking. Complainant states that shortly thereafter, a subject named
Roger Kessler opened the door and stepped outside. Complainant states he introduced
himself as a Conservation Warden and then interviewed Kessler about what he knew
about the wild turkeys that had been feeding at the property. Complainant states he
learned the following information from Kessler:

Kessler owns the house where he lives.

Kessler was home alone, but he is married.

Kessler owns the trailer house where Carol Hill lives.

Kessler does not own the barn.

Kostreva owns the barn and all the cattle.

Kessler believes that there are a lot of turkeys on the property, but haif of
what there was on the property last year.

* Kessier is a machinist and does not work on the farm.

* Kessler said that the turkeys congregate in the pines where he, Warden
Paul found all the dead turkeys



Kessler believes that last year at different times he observed over 1000
turkeys in Kostreva's feed lot.

Kessler's dogs brought back some dead turkeys into his yard and that is
why turkey feathers were located around his house. He said his dogs

caught the turkeys.
Kessler showed him the feed lot where the turkeys had been feeding.

Kessler's dogs chase the turkeys.
Kessler said Kostreva is very disgusted with the turkeys because of the

amount of feed the turkeys eat.

Kessler said the turkeys fed on Kessler bird seed in his yard last year in
2008, but not this year in 2009. He said it likely because of all the feed
they have in Kostreva's feed lot

Kessler said Kostreva purchased a load of what he called corn gluten. He
said it is from what is left over from making ethanol out of corn. He said
Kostreva mixed the gluten in with his feed

Kessler said he has seen dead turkeys in the pines along Swenty road for
about 2-3 weeks. Kessler said he saw about 400 turkeys one day
crossing the road out of the pines headed to Kostreva's feed piles.
Kostreva purchased what Kessier calied comn gluten from somewhere in
the southern part of the state.

Kostreva comes to the farm early in the morning and was at the farm for
most of the day. Kostreva has a pari-time job somewhere. He said
Kostreva usually returns to the farm around 5:30PM.

The turkeys primarily feed at Kostreva's feed lot.

Kostreva feeds his cattle with a skidder.
Kessler felt that Kostreva probably did not care that the turkeys were

dying.

Kessler felt that the turkeys have not looked heaithy for the last two
months and feit it may have to due with the depth of the snow. He
thought the turkeys were sick because the observed their heads low and
feathers fluffed out.

This is the first time that Kostreva has mixed corn gluten into his feed. He
mixed the feed around the 1 of January

Kessler has never seen this many turkeys anywhere else in the state.
Kessler said the turkeys only roost in the pines.

Kostreva drives a little red van or a snowmobile to the farm.

Kessler said that cattle can consume a iot more garbage than you can
shake a stick at including pea waste, bean waste, and citrus waste and

have no problems.
Kessler gave him the following phone numbers for Kostreva. Home: 897-

2938. Cell: 820-591-1412
Doug Kostreva is Mark Kostreva's cousin. Lois is Mark Kostreva's

mother. Mark Kostreva was using Doug Kostreva's truck and trailer to

haul cattle today.
Kessler said you could kill over half the turkey around here and there still

wouid be too many turkeys.



* Mark Kostreva is the only one that works on the farm. Kostreva's young

kids sometimes help move cattle.
» Kostreva's wife is a music teacher at Oconto Falls.

Complainant states that he thanked Kessler for his time and then left Kessler's home at
approximately 3:30 PM.

Complainant states that on Wednesday February 4, 2009 at approximately 3:40 PM, he
returned to the Kostreva residence at 9448 Swenty Road. Complainant states he
knocked on the door to the house and was motioned by a female inside to come over to
a porch door where she opened the door for him. Complainant states he asked the
female if Mark Kostreva was there and she said, no, and asked him if he wanted to come
in the house. Complainant states he introduced himself as a Conservation Warden and
asked the female what her name was and she said her name was Melody Kostreva.
Complainant states he asked Melody if she knew who Mark Kostreva was and she said
that Mark Kostreva was her husband. Complainant states he asked Melody Kostreva if
Mark was home, and she said he would be home shortly Complainant states he
learned the following information from Melody Kostreva:

* Melody said that they have a problem with the turkeys and referred to them
as terrible.

+ She said the turkeys ate a lot of corn last year and said it was terribie.

* She said the turkeys were eating a lot of corn this year too.

* She knew that Mark had bought some sort of feed supplement for his cattle
this year (2009) and did not know if he did last year (2008). She did not
know what it was.

+ She said that Mark would not have put anything out to kill the turkeys.

+ She was unsure if Mark mixed anything with his cow feed.

* Melody said she has not noticed the turkeys dying and was very surprised
to hear that the turkeys were dying.

* Melody called Mark on his cell phone She apologized for not knowing
about the turkeys dying Melody then handed him her phone and he talked
to Mark and said he would wait for Mark to come home so they could talk
about the turkeys. He said he would be home in about 20 minutes.

* Melody said she saw one dead turkey behind her house that her cats were
eating on. She said one of the cats was sick for a while, but that the cat
lived. She said that one of her small kittens died, but was unsure why it
had died.

* She assured him that Mark would not put anything out to kill the turkeys
even though he was very upset about the turkeys.

* She thought it was terrible that the turkeys were dying and was surprised to
hear how many were dead.

* She understood how serious it was to figure out why the turkeys were
dying due to the possibility of them being poisoned and the poison moving

through the food chain.
» She said every day you can see lots of turkeys on the corner by Swenty



Road.
* She said she and Mark are frustrated with the turkeys, but they would not

poison them,

* He explained that the Department does give shooting permits to take care
of problem turkeys, and Melody agreed that would be a nice option.

* She said one time Mark opened the door to the bamn and a turkey flew
through one of the barn windows

* Melody works at Oconto Falls Schooi and is a Music teacher there.

Complainant states he thanked Melody for her time and said he would wait in his truck
untit Mark Kostreva arrived home. Complainant states he ended his interview with

Melody Kostreva at approximately 3:55 PM

Complainant states that on Wednesday, February 4, 2009 at approximately 4:00 PM, he
met with Mark A. Kostreva at his property located at 9448 Swenty Road Pound,
Wisconsin 54161. The purpose of this meeting was to talk to Kostreva about dead wild
turkeys that had been showing up in the area. Complainant states that he believed that
the turkeys were dying from eating something located on the Kostreva Farm.

Compiainant states that he spoke with Kostreva in Kostreva’s driveway near Kostreva’s
house. Complainant states he identified himself as a Conservation Warden and then
explained to Kostreva why he was there. Complainant states he learned the following

information from Kostreva:

* Kostreva stated that the turkeys eat off of a mixing pile at the other farm up
the road.

* Several hundred wild turkeys eat on his feed piles very regularly.

* Sometimes Carol Hill and Roger Kessler let their dogs out of their houses
next to the barn where the wild turkeys feed on the feed pile. The dogs
then chase the wild turkeys off of the feed pile.

* Kostreva said his cow feed piles were really the only feed source for the
turkeys in the area.

* Kostreva made new batches of feed this year and mixed in wet cake,
straw, silage, minerals, monencin, and inoculants to keep it from spoiling
and salt to keep it from heating. One time he mixed a very large batch that
began to heat The wild turkeys were eating on this pile regularly, but not
every day. Monencin is used to increase weight gain in caftle and is
medicated and is not intended for horses or other animals.

* Other than Roger Kessler sending his dogs after the wild turkeys, there
was no way to keep the turkeys off of the pile. This was the wild turkeys
main feed source.

* Kostreva had purchased a 24-26 ton semi-load of wet cake (renew meal)
around Christmas and he mixed it into his feed around the beginning of
January.

* Kostreva took him into his barn near his house and gave him a sample of a
feed supplement containing monencin. Kostreva also gave Warden Paul



the bag that the feed supplement was in. Kostreva said he did not mix this
particular supplement in the pile that the turkeys were feeding on.

* Kostreva said that he also had a small feed pile near his house for 15-20
head of cattie. He said the turkeys would eat on that pile too so that is why
he had greasy looking turkey feces in his yard.

* Kostreva then asked him to follow him to his barn yard and feed piles at the
other barn up the road.

» Complainant asked Kostreva if he had looked at any of the dead turkeys
near Swenty Road. Kostreva said that he had looked at a couple dead
turkeys on a very cold day and then he talked with is neighbor Jay.

» Kostreva did not say what he talked to Jay about.

* Kostreva said the first batch of feed that he mixed had a very high
concentration of monencin because he had 60 head of cattle that he
wanted to put on weight in a hurry before sale. He said that the heavy
concentrated mix is ail gone.

» Kostreva showed him his feed piles at the second barn near the residences
of Roger Kessler and Carol Hill. He also explained to him how he mixes
the feed in his feed lot.

* Kostreva gave him samples of empty bags of various minerals that he had
mixed into his cattle feed. Kostreva kept referring to monencin as a
medicated supplement that was not to be consumed by other animals.

» Kostreva said he was not sure if the turkeys died from eating monencin.

« While talking with Kostreva, Kessler came out of his house and joined him

and Kostreva.
» Kostreva showed him what wet cake looks like and explained what

monecin is used for.

Complainant states he then talked to Kostreva about how many turkeys were dead in the
woods near the farm. Complainant states he told Kostreva that he had coilected some of
the wild turkeys and had sent them in to a lab for testing. Complainant states that
Kostreva did not seem surprised when he told him that over 100 turkeys were likely dead
in the pines. Complainant states he asked Kostreva to cover his feed piles temporarily
until the lab could figure out what the turkeys died from. Complainant states he
explained that the lab would be able to identify what killed the birds and told Kostreva
that if the turkeys did not die from something natural in his feed, he would be back to talk
to Kostreva. Complainant states he told Kostreva that he would like receipts for the
renew meal at some point. Complainant states that Kostreva said he would give the
receipts to him and that the renew meal came from Jefferson Wisconsin. Kostreva said

he had some plastic that he would cover his feed with.

Complainant states that Kostreva said he called “Lakewood” to see what he could do
about the problem turkeys. He said he was told at that time there was not much they
could do.
